SUBJECT: Convalescent Leave for Title 32 (T32) AGR Soldiers

1. References;

a. NGR (AR) 600-5, The Active Guard Reserve (AGR) Program Title 32, Full Time
National Guard Duty (FTNGD) 20 February 1990

b. AR 600-8-10, Leave and Passes (RAR 04 August 2011).
¢. AR 40-301, Standards of Medical Fitness (RAR 04 August 2011).
2. Purpose: To provide guidance for T32 AGR convalescent leave process.

3. Applicability: All T32 AGR Soldiers and AGR managers in the 54 States, Territories
and District of Columbia.

4. Convalescent leave is a non-chargeable absence from duty granted to expedite a
Soldier’s return to full duty after illness, injury, or childbirth. Unit commanders may
approve requests for up to 30 days, but requests which exceed this, or are in addition to
this, require approval at a higher level. For the active component, this authority is the
hospital commander; but in the Army National Guard (ARNG) AGR Program this
authority is reserved to the Office of the Chief Surgeon (ARNG-CSG), which will ensure
requests are medically justified. AGR managers will submit requests for convalescent
leave exceeding 30 days through CSG’s Medical Action Tracking System (MATS).
MATS tracks all actions with a date and time stamp, generates and e-mails approval
memos, and permanently archives all documents. in lieu of forwarding the application
to “NGB-ARS-MS’ as directed by reference a (paragraph 3-6.c), States, Territories and
the District of Columbia will use the procedure in the attached Information Paper.

5. Management of the T32 AGR Soldiers on convalescent leave will require close
cooperation between the Office of the State Surgeon and the state G-1. State Surgeon
Offices must ensure that the Soldier is appropriately profiled and the medical issue is
tracked by the state Case Management team.
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6. T32 AGR Soldiers in an unauthorized convalescent leave status who suffer an injury
or illness could face significant legal issues, to include a finding of Not in the Line of
Duty (NLD).
